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NOTES - ERDAS ROUNDTABLE SESSION


1) Diane Geheber from ERDAS discussed various forms of license agreements:
 a. students can access and use a statewide license

 b. some training (at ERDAS facility) is included with basic license, additional 

     training can be negotiated
c. a HEAK license currently includes 10 free days of training (unlimited # people)
2) Demetrio suggested that the Photogrammetry module would be important for 

     Engineering programs.
3) The current statewide ESRI licensing is cooperatively administered by DGI (point of   

    contact, installation) and CPE (financial, policy, legal, negotiates cost/contract):
a. CPE works on allocating the costs among participants via an MOA process 
    with the university provosts, who commit the actual university $$ (CPE pays 

    ESRI up front and is then reimbursed)
b. Provosts need to present a joint request for a statewide ERDAS license at a 

    regularly scheduled meeting with CPE – one Provost acts a representative for                     

    the rest of the group

c. current ESRI license is only for post-secondary institutions 

4) CPE notes:


a. CPE has not high school related authority, except re: KY Virtual High School


b. CPE has no official position in this process, but is supportive of our current 

                efforts 

5) Current effort to obtain statewide ERDAS license:

a. we should include the CORE, extensions, and photogrammetry modules first 

    (enterprise software, e.g., TITAN, later)
b. we should work to implement this license in phases, (private and public) post-

    secondary institutions first, followed by high school, etc. 

c. we should focus on the $30-35k option; unlimited licenses for use by any 
    educational/research/non-profit user
d. need to include request for onsite training in license agreement

e. institutions can opt out of statewide license and obtain their own independently

6) Ben’s example proposal
a. Mark (CPE) suggested that we get as many people on each campus as possible 

    to talk with their Provost about benefits of ERDAS
b. need to involve department chairs who often are the ones to actually pay for the 

    licenses (as is often the case with the ESRI license)

7) Timeline - we should try to get this in place prior to the start of the next fiscal year on 
     July 1, 2009
